Base form: Be

This is the most basic form of the verb, and it's how we can find it in the dictionary. It’s mostly used
when using imperatives, and also as the infinitive. Some examples are:

= Be nice to your sister! (imperative).
I like to be at my house. (infinitive)

Present Tense

This form of the verb is mainly used in the simple present, and its meaning can change depending on
the use in the context. Also, when writing, the present form of the to be verb can be shortened.

However, the verb that is used needs to be in agreement with the noun - if the noun is singular then the
verb is singular; if the noun is plural then the verb is plural.
